Olympic and Paralympic Games ‘Design a Logo Competition’


1. The competition is open to all Tees Valley residents in full time education who are aged between 6 and 18 years at midnight on the closing date (31st March 2010). Only one entry per person. Anyone sending in multiple entries will have all but their first entry disqualified. 

2. Entry to the competition is by designing the Tees Valley Olympic and Paralympic Games Logo

The Logo should represent the Olympic and Paralympic Values which are:
The Olympic Values:
Respect – fair play; knowing one’s own limits; and taking care of one’s health and the environment

Excellence – how to give the best of oneself, on the field of play or in life; taking part; and progressing according to one’s own objectives

Friendship – how, through sport, to understand each other despite any differences

The Paralympic Values are based on the history of the Paralympic Games and the tradition of fair play and honourable sports competition.

They are:

Courage

Determination

Inspiration

Equality

We would also want the logo to demonstrate the co-operation and spirit of partnership that exists in the Tees Valley.

• The design must be solely the entrant’s own original work and must not be a copy of an existing logo, image or design. 

• The drawing can be in colour or black and white. Paints, pencils, pens, crayons or a combination may be used. 

• Nothing should be glued, cut out or attached to your design. 

• The design cannot feature an image of a recognisable real person whether alive or dead. Any entries which do will be disqualified. 

• The Olympic Rings or any other of the Games’ Marks should NOT be used. For more information please see http://business.london-2012.co.uk/London-2012-Brand-guidelines/

Entries must arrive by midnight on 31st March 2010. Postal entries which are post marked 30th March 2010 will be accepted.
 Late or illegible entries will be disqualified. Tees Valley Sport can take no responsibility for any problem with the postal services or otherwise which may result in any entry being lost. Proof of posting is not proof of delivery. 

The entrant’s name, date of birth, name and signature of his/ her parent/ carer/ guardian / teacher, daytime telephone number and address must be filled in on the entry form sent with the design. The entry form is the only place where the entrant’s names and contact details should be written. 

By signing the form accompanying the entry for the competition, the entrant’s parent/carer/guardian/teacher is deemed to have given consent for the entry/ drawing to be used free of charge by Tees Valley Sport. They also consent for the image to be used free of charge by Tees Valley Sport in all media for all purposes in perpetuity, including, but not limited to, television, newspaper and internet. 

Entries will not be returned. 
All entries will be considered and split into 3 age groups:
· 6-10 years

· 11 -15 years

· 16-18 years. 
· A panel of judges made up of local sports representatives  will choose the best design from each age group in the five Tees Valley Local Authority areas; Darlington, Hartlepool, Middlesbrough, Stockton and Redcar and Cleveland. 
· To find the overall winner, all the winners of each age group from each local authority will then be judged by a panel representative of local sports representatives from across the Tees Valley. Where appropriate Tees Valley Sport may then use computer software to enhance the designs. 
· Prizes will be awarded for the winner from each local authority and an additional prize will be awarded to the overall Tees Valley winner and runner up. 
· All shortlisted entrants will be contacted during the judging process and their details and eligibility checked. 
· The prizes cannot be transferred and there is no cash alternative. In the event of the winner being unable to be contacted, after reasonable attempts have been made, or if there has been any breach of the rules, Tees Valley Sport reserves the right to select a runner up’s design as the winner but it is not obliged to do so. 
· The decision of Tees Valley Sport, the judges and anyone approving a shortlisted entry is final. No correspondence relating to the competition will be entered into. 
· The winners will be notified by the middle of April 2010 by either post or telephone. The winning design will be publicised at the end of April 2010. 
· The final design will be based on the winning entry, but some changes may need to be made for Tees Valley Sport’s design and production purposes. 
· Entrants will be expected to take part in post-competition publicity for Tees Valley Sport
· Tees Valley Sport reserves the right to cancel the competition or any of these rules at any stage, if deemed necessary in its opinion, or if circumstances arise outside of its control.
