The People's Postcode Trust has announced a fresh round of funding; this follows substantial alterations to its criteria and guidelines. This sees funding allocated to applicants from Scotland, Wales and England. 

The aims of the Trust are to make Great Britain a better place for both people and nature, by supporting projects which operate within the following six fields of operation:
1. Poverty Prevention - to prevent poverty, sickness and distress for the benefit of the general public. 
1. Advancement of Health - to promote, maintain, improve and advance health.

1. Public Sports - to advance public participation in sport. 
1. Human Rights - to promote, improve and advance human rights, conflict resolution or reconciliation.

Grants of between £500 and £10,000 (£500 and £5,000 if in Wales) are, therefore, available to small organisations, community groups and charities. The following apply:
1. Applicants that are not formally registered as a charity with OSCR / Charity Commission can apply for up to £2,000 in funding. 
1. Applicants that are registered with OSCR / Charity Commission and can provide a valid charity number can apply for up to £10,000 in funding (£5,000 if in Wales). 
Please note ALL projects must help in one or more of the above six fields of operation but could include, for example, the purchase of sports kit or uniform, new equipment or the creation of community gardens. The project must also have a clear charitable purpose. 
Deadlines 2011 – 11th November 2011.

Our unique partnership with the Premier League, The FA, Sport England and the Government, each of whom invest £15m every year, ensures we are well placed to deliver funding at grass roots level.

Different funding grants available include:


· Football Stadia Improvement Grant – This grant provides money for clubs in the Football League and the National League System down to step 7 and below who aim to improve their facilities. 
· Fan’s fund - The Premier League (PL) has committed £750,000 per year for the next three years to be allocated to support projects which are for the benefit of fans, with the creation of a Fans’ Fund. The Fans’ Fund will form part of the FSIF, which is administered by the Football Foundation (FF).
· Grow the game – This provides funding for projects that use football to Increase participation by both players and volunteers. This is done by supporting the costs associated with providing new activity. This scheme and assessment process is competitive, 
· Grass Roots Facility Fund - The facilities scheme provides money to develop new or improve facilities for community benefit. Including changing rooms or clubhouses, grass or artificial pitches and multi-use games areas.
· Premier League Community Facility Fund – The Premier (PL) has committed £6million per year for the next three years into a ring fenced pot, to be accessed by professional clubs through their community organisations and managed and administered by the Football Foundation (FF). The overall aim of the scheme is to supply facilities aligned to professional club community-led inclusion schemes which will serve to increase sports participation and physical activity in deprived, inner city areas. The PLCC has four domestic strands and the PLCFF will contribute to meeting strategic objectives under each of these areas: 
1. Community Cohesion – bring communities together, creating inclusive environments and opportunities that channel the energy and potential of hard to reach (young) people into positive activities that contribute to safer and stronger communities.
2. Education – provide inspirational learning and personal development opportunities that motivate, improve skills, and enhance self-esteem, encouraging educational and entrepreneurial achievement.
3. Health – promote healthy lifestyles, increase physical activity, tackle sensitive health issues and improve wellbeing, changing lives for good in our communities.
4. Sports Participation – widen access to sport and provide pathways that enable (young) people to realise their full potential, experience the sheer enjoyment of taking part and benefit from a more active lifestyle. 
· Build the Game – This fund provides grants for small facility projects. The scheme has flexible criteria and there are many eligible items, please note all projects must demonstrate they can support the growth and retention of grassroots football.
· Extra Time – This fund will offer a minimum of five new grants each year to five club community schemes who wish to deliver a health and exercise programme for older people. The project must: 

1. Increase the physical activity and social opportunities for the 60 plus age group. However this could include 55 and over if local need can be shown.
2. Offer a programme that improves muscle strength, balance and flexibility.
3. Increase older people’s interest and connections with the professional game. 
4. Provide a programme that is socially interactive.
5. Increase awareness of risk factors associated with health issues such as cardiovascular disease, strokes and obesity and knowledge of local intervention programmes available to help combat these.

1. Reaching Communities – funding from £10,000 to £500,000 for revenue projects and/or smaller capital projects up to £50,000 
2. Reaching Communities buildings – funding of between £100,000 and £500,000 for large capital projects. 
Reaching Communities funds projects that help people and communities most in need. Projects can be new or existing, or be the core work of your organisation.
Every project funded must:
· Respond to need - Need is the term we use to describe a problem or issue, or situation where something needs to change to make things better for a person, or group of people or environment.

14. Sport England
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	Sport England has a variety of funding strands which focus their investment on organisations and projects that will grow and sustain participation in grassroots sport to create opportunities for people to excel at their chosen sport. 

The strands are:

(i) Small Grants Scheme:

· Applicants may apply for between £300 and £10,000 
· Projects must seek to increase participation in sport, sustain participation in sport or provide opportunities to excel at a chosen sport.
· Projects must be focused only on sports currently recognised by Sport England and delivered to beneficiaries based in England.


 (ii) Sports Match:

· The Sport England Sports match programme increases investment in community sport by matching sponsorship money pound for pound.
· It makes awards to organisations running projects aimed at increasing participation in sports at community level.
· Please note Sportsmatch is an exchequer funded programme and any award would need to be spent by 31 March 2012.
How does it work?
If a business gives £1,000 in sponsorship to its local rugby club to organise coaching in local schools, we could match that with £1,000 of government money - thereby doubling the amount of money available to the club.
We can match sponsorship which has been given to an eligible sports body by a company, trust, charity, or private individual to fund projects that promote new participation at grassroots level.
· (See above for further details)

(iii) Iconic Facilities:

· The Iconic Facilities fund forms part of the £135m Places People Play initiative which will deliver an Olympic and Paralympic legacy of increased sports participation, this will be achieved by bringing the magic of a home Games into the heart of local communities.
· Iconic Facilities is one of the three Places programmes which tries to transform the places whereby people play sport, in cities, towns and villages across the country. 

Eligibility criteria? 
Applications will need to meet the following criteria to be eligible for funding:
· Be submitted by an organisation entitled to receive public funding such as sports clubs, voluntary or community organisations, local authorities and education establishments such as schools, colleges and universities. 
· Benefit all sections of the local community as well as being regionally significant. 
· Be based on a site where the applicant holds ownership or long-term leasehold 
· Include recognised sporting activity of at least two recognised national governing bodies 
· Include confirmed partnership funding from at least one third party including the private sector, or the applicant must supplement our investment for capital infrastructure 
· Include revenue funding which is confirmed to demonstrate the long term sustainability of the project 

(iv) Protecting playing fields: 
Sport England’s funding programme, Protecting Playing Fields ( PPF ) is part of our Places People Play Olympic legacy mass participation programme and is investing £10 million of National Lottery funding in community sports projects over three years from 2011-2014.
Aims of the fund?
The fund aims to improve and protect our playing fields helping retain participants and achieve sustainable increases in participation.
Successful projects will be those where organisations can demonstrate future management, maintenance and sporting use at the site along with the site being protected for 25 years or longer.
This means that organisations must own (or intend to own) the freehold or have a lease for the field for that length of time.
Projects which can offer protection of playing fields “in perpetuity” will be further prioritised and put forward to Fields in Trust for dedication as a Queen Elizabeth II Field.
We are also particularly keen to improve and protect playing fields in community ownership. As such we will also look to prioritise and further support to those where ownership of playing fields sites are being transferred to the community from public ownership.
Important information
The programme is being delivered via five funding rounds with up to £2 million being awarded to projects in each round. Two funding rounds will be scheduled for 2012 and a further two for 2013. Below displays the last deadline of 2011.

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	The Sita Trust has announced the next funding round of its Young Person's Volunteering Fund. Through this fund, the SITA Trust can provide grants of up to £10,000 for volunteering projects owned by 14-25 year olds. The SITA Trust can support projects in any of 90 funding zones around qualifying waste processing sites operated by their donor, SITA UK. 	The Explore Fund supports organisations that encourage youth outdoor participation, focusing primarily on creating more connections of children to nature, increasing access to both front & backcountry recreation, as well as providing education for both personal & environmental health. Financial support is available for applications that comply with the following guidelines: 

· Projects that include community demographics, estimated number of participants, and anticipated outcomes. 
· Proposals that encourage community involvement. 
· Programs that focus on breaking down barriers to getting youth outdoors. 
· The project or program should seek a specific audience and reach out to a specific community or place of interest. 
· All funding requests should be quantifiable with specific goals, objectives, and action plans, with a clear measure for evaluating success. 
· Your program should have a good chance of significant measureable results & momentum over a fairly short term (one to three years). 
· Potential applicants should include a specific communications plan in the application that demonstrates how you plan to disseminate information about your program 
· Applications that come with matching Euros will be viewed favorably & this will be taken into consideration during the funding process. 
· Only one Explore Fund financial support package will be given to an organisation in each calendar year 
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
