· Be equipped with the skills to plan and evaluate a programme of swimming designed to meet the swimming component of the National Curriculum
· Learn how to develop the key skills for swimming and how to develop the basic strokes
· Be able to teach swimming to Key Stage 1 and 2 pupils without supervision
