Sport England Small Grants Programme
The Sport England Small Grants Programme has been set up to support local community sport projects which seek to increase participation, sustain participation or develop opportunities for people to excel at their chosen sport. 

The funding could be used to help a sports club expand its age range by helping it to buy extra team kit or pay additional coaching fees or the funding could be used to help a youth club work together with local sports clubs to enable more young people to play sport. 

You can apply for any sum from £300 to £10,000 but the total project cost cannot exceed £50,000.

It is open to any bona-fide not-for-profit club or association, statutory body or education establishment.

Projects must be deliverable within 12 months and provide a monitoring report within 13 months of the date of the offer letter. 

Projects must seek to increase participation in sport, sustain participation in sport or provide opportunities to excel at a chosen sport. 

Sporting outcomes must be the main focus of the project. Applications for projects using sport as a means to an end are acceptable, but there must be a clear sporting benefit. 

Projects must be focused only on sports currently recognised by Sport England and delivered to beneficiaries based in England.

Cash 4 Clubs

Cash 4 Clubs is a sports funding scheme which gives clubs a unique chance to apply for grants to improve facilities, purchase new equipment, gain coaching qualifications, and generally invest in the sustainability of their club. 

The Cash 4 Clubs scheme is funded by Betfair and is supported by SportsAid, Betfair and SportsAid have worked in partnership for a number of years and both organisations understand the importance of community sport in promoting an active lifestyle and stimulating local pride.

There are three tiers of grants at £250, £500 and £1,000 which are awarded on a discretionary basis. 

Any sports club can apply as long as they are registered with their sports National Governing Body or local authority. 

Grants are awarded on a quarterly basis after selection by our committee.

Mars Refuel

Mars Refuel is giving sports clubs the opportunity to access additional funding with the help of the MARS Refuel Fund.   

The fund, has up to £10,000 to donate each month, with a maximum of £500 per applicant. 

Whatever your team or club might need, the MARS Refuel Fund is offering support with anything from equipment costs, to improving training grounds and club houses. 

The fund will also give support to individuals raising money for charity through sporting activities, such as bike rides, mountain climbing and parachute jumps. 

Applicants must be 12 years or over and only one application will be accepted per person, club or organisation.

JustGiving for Sports Clubs

Sport England, JustGiving, and CCPR have come together to make it easier for clubs to raise money and claim Gift Aid, enabling volunteers to spend more time on sport and less time on administration.

JustGiving, the largest online fundraising community in the world, is now able to offer the same tools to Community Amateur Sports Clubs (CASCs) that it provides to the biggest charities in the UK.

JustGiving have dropped their subscription fees – worth £180 per year - for all CASCs, meaning that your club can join JustGiving today, and start fundraising for all the important things you help raise money for, like new equipment or a changing room revamp.

The Foundation is now providing support to Clubmark Clubs for grassroots sports projects. 50% grants of £500 to £2,000 (total project cost £5,000) are available for a range of projects including equipment, CRB checks, coaching and umpiring qualifications.

Live Unltd

Led by a team of passionate young people, Live UnLtd will provide other young people with exciting opportunities to create their own opportunities and develop their community for the better. 

Young people can start up their own businesses, sports teams, recreational groups and host events after being given funding of up to £2,000 per individual, coupled with a model of non-financial support from a designated development manager in their region. 

The project will create 1,500 positive activities for young people aged 11-25 through a range of clearly defined opportunities which will ultimately see over 20,000 young people benefit from this programme, and many more through the creation of a Best Practice Guide, advising the youth sector, brands and government on how to engage young people in mass. 

The programme will also give young people the opportunity to erase the negative stereotypes associated with youth culture in the media today and show that with the right financial and non-financial support, young people can become catalysts for positive social change within their community. 

In order to be eligible you must meet the following criteria: 

· Am I in the correct age group? 

· Do I live in England? 

· Am I applying as an individual, or with a group of friends where I am the designated leader? 

· Does my idea have a positive impact on the community? 

· Will my project engage other young people? 

If the answer is yes to these questions you can apply online or you can download an application form.
Wakeham Trust

Groups of individuals as well as small community and voluntary groups within the UK that want to improve their communities can apply for funding through the Wakeham Trust. 

The Trust are particularly interested in supporting neighbourhood projects, community arts projects, projects involving community service by young people, or projects set up by those who are socially excluded. The Trust also support innovative projects to promote excellence in teaching (at any level, from primary schools to universities), though they never support individuals. The Trust normally gives grants to projects where an initial £75 to £750 can make a real difference to getting the project up and running. 

To be eligible, applicants need to be registered charities or have access to a registered charity that will be willing to accept funds on their behalf.

Criteria for Applications 

In most cases, the minimum Bursary would be £100 and the maximum £1000 and it would not be for more than 50% of the total costs involved. Exceptional applications may be considered for grants outside these guidelines. 

The Bursaries are for individuals or groups who are unable to obtain the necessary funding from any other source. 

A letter from the relevant Governing Body must support the application. 

Applications are welcome from all parts of the United Kingdom and from all sports including disability and youth.

Nancy Ovens Trust

The bursary, sponsored by SkillsActive and awarded by the Nancy Ovens Trust, is aimed at paid or voluntary coaches and leaders who work with children and young people in the active leisure and learning sector. The bursary is awarded to a coach or leader to allow them to enhance their own skills and knowledge by taking part in studies or activities outside of their community. 

Awarded annually, the bursary is worth up to £2,500 and may be used by the selected individual to undertake an alternative work experience or training within the UK or EU. The maximum length of the work experience is two months. The Nancy Ovens Trust awarded the first bursary in 2006. 

The Nancy Ovens Trust is delighted that SkillsActive is able to support and fund this award. It helps the many skilled coaches, leaders and workers out there to benefit from the opportunity to undertake training or work with another community group, giving them the chance to bring their expertise and know-how back to their own community or project. 

These days, community coaches, leaders and workers are so busy that they seldom get the chance to experience similar work going on elsewhere. The Bursary is designed to help provide someone with the opportunity to visit another project or access training that they have always been interested in but would not otherwise have had the opportunity to. 

A former Board member of SPRITO, the national training organisation and SkillsActive's predecessor, Nancy Ovens MBE was an enthusiastic supporter of education, training and development of skills in the active leisure and learning sector. Nancy championed the development of work-based skills in the sport and leisure industry and contributed significantly to improvements in services over the years.

£1 milllion Queen Elizabeth II Fields Volunteer Support Fund

SITA Trust has joined forces with HRH Prince William and the Fields in Trust to support the Queen Elizabeth II Fields Challenge.

The QEII Major Works Fund will award up to a maximum of £25,000 for projects that also focus on delivery by volunteers, but will allow major works to be carried out by contractors.

Banks Community Fund

The Banks Group looks for opportunities to make a real difference and to provide lasting community and environmental benefits. 

Who is eligible? 
Potential projects can be put forward by local authorities, environmental organisations, community groups and individuals. The Banks Foundation distributes funding in various parts of the country and all projects must fall within the vicinity of a Banks Group development and should be within ten miles of a waste management facility. 

The current Target Areas of the Fund are: Cheshire; Chesterfield, Derbyshire; Cumbria; Darlington; Merseyside; Northumberland and Yorkshire. However, the geographical areas of interest may change without notice.

How much can you bid for? 
Grants are normally for up to £5,000 (although larger amounts may be considered) and for up to a maximum of one year. Third Party Funding: Landfill operators can claim a tax credit worth 90% of their contribution, leaving a 10% shortfall. Successful applicants are required to identify a third party to reimburse this remaining 10%. This can be the applicant organisation itself (evidence will be needed of how the funds have been raised) or an eligible third party (such as a private company, voluntary body or individual). 

The reimbursement cannot be made by: 

• another Environmental Body (as approved by ENTRUST) 

• an organisation corporately associated with an Environmental Body, either controlling or controlled by an Environmental Body or capable of significantly influencing the actions of an Environmental Body; or 

• a contractor of an Environmental Body. Match Funding: Project proposers should try to seek funding from more than one source wherever possible. Projects which have secured match funding (no percentage defined) will be favoured. 

Deadline? 
At any time for assessment at quarterly meetings. By becoming actively involved with local organisations, schools and colleges, the Banks Community Fund has been formed to sponsor worthwhile schemes so they can develop close relationships with the communities in which they operate.

Application Rules and Criteria

Information
· Grants of between £300 and £2,500 are available to organisations, including swimming pools, operators, clubs, community organisations and charities ("Applicants") who can demonstrate how funding will allow them to help more people participate in and enjoy swimming and to make swimming more accessible.

· Applications are accepted in one of four rounds. The closing date for Round One is 21 March 2011, Round Two is 6 June 2011, Round Three closes on 22 August 2011 and 7 November 2011 for Round Four. 

· Applications received after each closing date will be put forward automatically for the next round. 

Application Criteria
· Examples of the organisations that may apply include community groups, swimming clubs, older people's organisations, youth groups, sports clubs, scout troops and healthy living groups. 

· Organisations that promote a political party or activity are not eligible to apply. 

· Applications are welcomed from religious organisations that carry out work which benefits members of the community, regardless of their religion or belief. Organisations which exist to promote religion itself, and groups where the community must participate in religious services in order to benefit, are not eligible to apply. 

· Examples of applications which are supported include 

· Fundraising events, galas or family fun days at a pool 

· Community pool 'open days' 

· Extra floats for a swimming club to improve swimmers' development 

· Transport costs to take an elderly group to a pool 

· Entrance fees for a scout group to a swimming pool 

· Club scuba diving equipment to allow more people to try the sport 

· Costs for an extra staff member to supervise a swimming trip so that more children can attend 

· Applicants must be a representative of, or have the support of, a pool participating in Swimathon or Simply Swim 2011. To find details of your local Swimathon pool please click here. 

· Applicants must be over 18 years of age and a resident in the United Kingdom (UK). 

· All applications must be submitted using the online form. Applications received by post, fax or email will not be considered. 

· If an organisation is successful in receiving a grant, they cannot apply again within one calendar year. 

· If an organisation is unsuccessful, they may apply again for the next round of grants.  

The Grant
· Grants are awarded to applications which intend to encourage more people to enjoy swimming or to enhance the experience for people who wish to swim. Grants will not be provided to cover basic running or maintenance costs or to fund projects other than that detailed in the application form. 

· Applicants must provide a rough breakdown of how funding will spent. Inaccurate or missing information may result in your application being rejected. Applicants may be required to provide copies of their most recent certified or audited accounts to support their application. 

· A condition of receiving a grant is that organisations must provide regular progress reports and complete an evaluation form when requested. 

· By making an application the organisation is agreeing to participate in publicity surrounding their grant. 

· Swimathon Foundation operates a competitive grants process and applications which fulfil all criteria may still not be funded.  The decision on whether funding is awarded will depend on the detail given in the application and the availability of funds. 

· The decision of the Swimathon Foundation funding panel is final and no correspondence will be entered into in relation to any such decision.

What is the purpose of the Kellogg's Active Living Fund?
The fund will give small grants to fund projects and activities that directly lead to people taking part in sustained physical activity. The aim of the fund is to help remove the "barriers" which stop people being active. 

Most health and exercise professionals agree that children "learn" their physical activity habits mostly from their parents. While schools and other organisations clearly play a valuable role in promoting the benefits of exercise, the best role models for a child are their immediate family. Therefore the Kellogg's Active Living Fund is very keen to fund activities that enable adults and children to exercise together.

Who can apply?
Applications can be considered for projects engaging with young people up to 25 years of age. However priority will be given to applications requesting support for family units - children and adults undertaking physical activity together. We are particularly looking for projects that are innovative in their approach to involve children or young people and their families.

We DO NOT prioritise larger, more sophisticated organisations that have a track record of attracting funding, particularly when such groups have a turnover of more than £50,000 a year.

What geographical areas are covered by the fund?
The fund is open to organisations based in England, Northern Ireland, Scotland and Wales. This fund is not open to applications from the Republic of Ireland or other parts of Europe. 

How much can I apply for?
The maximum grant request that will be considered is £1,000.

We cannot consider applications for contributions to larger/major appeals. (Where the overall project cost would not cover at least 50% of the total project cost)

How will my application be assessed?
Your application will be considered by a panel of Kellogg's staff that will score your project depending on how well you meet the fund's criteria. This panel meet every two months and you should receive a decision on your application within approximately 10 weeks of submitting your application.

Please note that the panel's decision is final and there is no right of appeal.

Are there things that the Active Living Fund will not pay for?
Yes, we will not make a grant:

· To individual athletes, sportsmen and women. 

· For costs associated with salaries or posts. 

· To profit making organisations. 

· Towards transport costs, as all projects should be accessible to ensure sustainability. 

· To applications where the request does not directly support the activity being undertaken, for example the fund will consider a request for equipment, but not for maintenance on a building being used. 

· To retrospective applications, where the activity has either taken place or has commenced at the time an application is considered by the Kellogg's panel. 

· For costs relating to refreshments.

The grant programmes 
· Managing Money helps people who are in debt or have other financial problems and needs. Find out more...
· Having a Home helps vulnerable people who are homeless or at risk of becoming homeless. Find out more...
· Enabling Independence and Choice helps older people, people with mental health problems, people with learning disabilities, and carers. Find out more...
· Changing Lives helps young offenders and young people within the criminal justice system, refugees, asylum seekers and migrant communities, and people who misuse alcohol and/or drugs. Find out more...
· Safety and Justice for Victims of Abuse supports people who experience domestic abuse, sexual violence and exploitation and child abuse.

Santander Foundation

All of the funding must directly help disadvantaged people through one or both of these charitable priorities - education and training, or financial capability.

Education and training

This could be any activity disadvantaged people undertake where they improve their confidence in a skill or their understanding of a subject. This does not have to be formal training or lead to a qualification, although those activities would be eligible too. 

Examples could include independent living skills, anger management, or improving self esteem. Other examples could include reminiscence projects for older people and art and craft sessions for disadvantaged children. These are just a few examples and should not be regarded as a definitive list.

Financial capability

This priority covers activities which help disadvantaged people understand how to manage their money. It could include budgeting skills, accessing affordable credit as well as managing the challenges that arise from being a carer, unemployment, disability or relationship break up.

Examples could be the costs of running a credit union, projects delivering financial advice and helping people to understand their benefit entitlement. Successful applications under this priority have included equipping a training kitchen for homeless people who learnt how to budget effectively for their food and then went on to apply these principals to other parts of their lives.

How much can you apply for?

Grants of up to £10,000 can be awarded anywhere in the UK. The average grant is £4,000.

All funding is for one off donations. We do not offer multi-year funding.

Capital grants are available to buy tangible items such as equipment or training materials.

Revenue grants are also available to fund project costs such as sessional worker fees, salaries, room hire or other costs incurred in the delivery of the charitable priorities.

We want to fund an entire element rather than make a contribution to a larger budget. One example would be to fund all of the training materials. Another could be to fund the two days per week that a sessional worker spends working with disadvataged people in a particular area.
The Spotlight section has been updated to include an interview with the Foundation Manager, Alan Eagle.

Who can apply?

We can only make donations to organisations with charitable status for their work within the UK. This includes registered charities, Friendly Societies, Industrial & Provident Societies registered under charitable not membership rules (an exception to this are credit unions - who we can fund).

We cannot fund Community Interest Companies or not-for-profit organisations unless they are also registered charities.

We cannot fund individuals or charities outside the UK.

How often can you apply?

If you are unsuccessful you can re-apply at any time.

If you are successful we would not expect you to apply the following year. For example if you had been successful in gaining a grant in 2010 we would not expect you to apply again until 2012 at the earliest.

Greggs Foundation
The Greggs Foundation donates around £1.3million per year to disadvantaged people in the heart of Gregg's local communities. The Greggs Foundation has four principal grant programmes through which it channels its community investments, major grants, regional grants, breakfast club and hardship fund.

Major Grants
The major grants programme makes grants of up to £45,000 to support charitable organisations in the North east of England. The programme prioritises core salary costs, supporting key positions in each charity and helping towards the sustainability of each project. Around £450,000 per year is invested through the major grants programme.

Regional Grants
The regional grants programme makes grants of up to £2,000 to support charitable organisations in England, Scotland and Wales. Regional grants are administered by charity committees based in our bakeries around the country. The programme prioritises project costs including activities and equipment.

Breakfast Clubs
The breakfast club programme provides grants, food and equipment to primary schools to run breakfast clubs. There are currently over 150 breakfast clubs helping around 7,000 primary school pupils to get a healthy start to each school day.

Hardship Fund
The hardship fund supports the most disadvantaged people in the North East of England through the provision of small grants for household goods.

Comic Relief Sport for Change

Comic Relief makes grants in the programme areas outlined, and organisations can make only one application to one programme at a given time. 

· Grants range between one and three years. 

· Funding is available for both Revenue and Capital costs. Examples of Revenue costs are salaries and hire of facilities. Examples of Capital costs are computers and office equipment.  Building costs are a low priority. 

· It is recognised that a true reflection of the cost of your project may include some organisational running costs. This is sometimes known as Full Cost Recovery, this expenditure can be included in your budget. 

What we don't fund

There are certain types of work and organisations that we do not fund. If your proposal falls into one of these categories, please do not apply to us: 

· grants to individuals 

· medical research or hospitals 

· churches or other religious bodies where the monies will be used for religious purposes 

· work where there is statutory responsibility to provide funding 

· projects where the work has already taken place 

· statutory bodies, such as local authorities and Primary Care Trusts, or organisations seeking funding to replace cuts by statutory bodies 

· profit-making organisations, except social enterprise
